Conformation Show  The Exhibitor is responsible for knowing and complying with the
Rules and Regulations Conformation Show Rules and Regulations of the Canadian Kennel Club.

Section 4.7.1 of the Conformation Show Rules and Regulations states:
Ajudge officiatingatashow held undertheserules shall notbe subjected
to indignities of any kind during the progress of the show. It shall be the
duty and obligation of the club holding the show to see that this rule is
effectively carried out.

Moving Class Dog Section 8.9 of the Conformation Show Rules and Regulations has been

to Specials Only amended to allow a dog which is individually registered in the records
of the Canadian Kennel Club, and has completed the requirements for
a Championship, after the Closing Date for entries for a show, may be
transferred from one of the Regular Classes to “Specials Only,” providing
the request for a transfer is submitted to the Show Secretary in WRITING
at least one hour prior to the judging of your breed by the owner or
handler.

When one or more all-breed and/or specialty shows are held on the
same day, in the same venue, the request for moving of class dogs to
Specials Only must be made a minimum of one (1) hour prior to the
breed judging scheduled start of the show for which the dog is being
moved up to Specials Only.

Moving from Specials Section 8.10.5 A dog can be moved back into the classes from a
Back to the Classes Special if it has been entered incorrectly, only where the shows have
already closed.

HEALTH REMINDERS

No dog may be brought onto the grounds or premises of an event if it:
1. Is known to have distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable
disease;

2. Has recovered from distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable
disease within the last 30 days (prior to the event);

3. Has been housed within 30 days prior to the even on premises on which there
existed distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable disease.

Clubs do have the right to remove a dog from the event premises and the exhibitor may be
subject to disciplinary action if it is found that CKC rules have been contravened.

Bitches in Season

A Temporary Competition Number (TCN) allows dogs to temporarily
participate in CKC events while they pursue permanent registration or
an Event Registration Number (ERN). A TCN must be obtained before
submitting an entry for an event. The same TCN must be used for all
event entries for a dog until the dog is permanently registered or has
an ERN.

ATCN cannot be used for dogs that require a Miscellaneous Certificate
Number (MCN), a PEN or a CCN number.

’

Note: There is no CKC fee to obtain a TCN. However, a TCN ‘listing
fee is required each time a dog with only aTCN is entered in an event.

All dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned and enter Canada for
the sole purpose of entering CKC events, and do not have a CKC registra-
tion number, will require an Event Registration Number (ERN).

The ERN number MUST be applied for within 30 days of the first day of
entering a CKC event.

A Performance Event Number (PEN) allows a non-registrable dog of a
CKC-RECOGNIZED BREED to participate in competitive events that
are appropriate for the breed. To be eligible to receive a PEN, all of the
following must be met:

« The dog must be of a breed recognized by the CKC (not on the CKC
Miscellaneous Class List).

« The dog must not be eligible for CKC registration.

« The dog must be spayed or neutered.

- The dog must be properly identified with a CKC-approved
microchip.

Adog thatis eligible for a PEN may not be entered as a ‘listed’ dog.

A Canine Companion Number (CCN) allows MIXED-BREED DOGS and
UNRECOGNIZED BREEDS to compete in CKC performance events. To
be eligible to receive a CCN, all the following must be met:

+ The dog must be either a Mixed Breed or an Unrecognized Breed.
+ Mixed Breed dogs must be spayed or neutered.

« Unrecognized Breeds are not required to be spayed or neutered.
+ The dog must be properly identified with a CKC microchip.

Adog thatis eligible for a CCN may not be entered as a ‘listed’ dog.

All the above ‘registration’ numbers can be obtained:

+ Online through CKC'’s Portal (Note: Individuals who have not yet
used the online Portal will be required to create a Portal account
before they can submit an application online); or
By submitting a completed paper application by mail to CKC.

Bitches in season are not permitted to compete. When a bitch comes
into season after entries close, a Veterinarian's Certificate, certifying that
the bitch was in season within ten (10) days of the trial, must reach the
Trial Secretary on or before the day of the trial, prior to the judging of
the class, and the club will refund the entry fees.

Through the generosity of members and friends, the K-W Kennel Club
will offer, unless otherwise stated, the following awards:
A rosette will be offered for 1st to 4th in each class.

New Title Rosettes will be offered. Ribbons for all qualifying scores.

RALLY: Rally entries are limited to a total of 8 hours of judging for all
three trials combined. Entry in each rally obedience trial will be limited
to the capacity of the judge to judge at the rate of 15 dogs per hour less
time for walk-throughs.

Once 8 hours of total judging for the three trials combined has been
reached, entries will be closed even if the closing date has not been
reached. In the case of the entry limit having been reached, remaining
entries will be assigned a position (by class) on a reserve list. Exhibitors
will be notified of their position on the reserve list. If the entry of a bitch
in seasonis pulled after entries are closed, it may be substituted with one
from the reserve list up to and including the day of the trial. If the entry
of another dog is pulled prior to the trial, it may be substituted with one
from the reserve list up to 24 hours prior to the trial.

These trials are open to mixed and unrecognized breeds. In order to
compete, mixed and unrecognized breed dogs must have a Canine
Companion Number (CCN) from the Canadian Kennel Club and must
have a CKC-approved microchip. Mixed-breed dogs must be spayed
or neutered.

Unrecognized breed dogs do not need to be spayed or neutered. A dog
eligible for a CCN may not be entered as a listed dog.

Section 17.7 of the Rally Obedience Rules and Regulations states: It shall
be the duty and obligation of the trial-giving club to see that a judge,
club official, ring steward, volunteer or competitor at a rally Obedience
Trial held under these regulations, is not subject to indignities of any
kind. The Trial Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any
infringement of this regulation, and the Discipline Committee shall have
the authority to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report
indicating that this has occurred.

The entry of a dog entered in an official obedience or rally trial class in
accordance with these rules may be changed to another official class
within the same trial. The change must be on the appropriate form
and submitted to the Trial Secretary by the owner or handler at least
thirty (30) minutes before the start of the trial.

Section 16.3 The RCH title will be awarded to dogs that have successfully
earned a minimum of 100 points total from competing in both the
Excellent B and Master classes in the same trial.

(@) 50 points must come from the Rally Excellent B class, including a
minimum of five (5) scores of 95 or higher.

(b) 50points mustcomefromtheRally Masterclass,includingaminimum
of five (5) scores of 95 or higher.

ZERO TOLERANCE

Any individual initiating bullying tactics at the Caledon Kennel Association shows
will be asked to leave the show grounds premises immediately and for the remain-
der of the event (no refunds). A report will be filed with the CKC and the Discipline
Committee shall have the authority to take such action as it deems fit.

DEFINITION OF BULLYING

Refers to a range of behaviours in which targeted individuals are repeatedly, and
over time, treated in a mean, insulting or abusive way. Bullying can be initiated
deliberately or unconsciously. The affected person may feel upset, afraid, Isolated,
or humiliated. The bully sometimes acts alone and sometimes as part of a group.

Examples include:

+ insulting a person’s skills, looks, or habits

+ spreading false or malicious rumors, gossip, or innuendo

+ berating/belittling an Individual

« unwarranted criticizing or ridiculing, especially in the presence of others
+ giving insulting nicknames

« engaging In practical jokes that humiliate

« undermining or deliberately impeding a person’s work

« physical gesturing that intimidates, offends, degrades, or humiliates
« mocking a person’s accent, abilities or mannerisms
