Please note that fees are due and payable in Canadian dollars. Due to consistently
fl uctuaƟ ng currency rates, discounted cheques will not be accepted. Personal cheques will be accepted, 
however, they are to be payable in Canadian Funds. Please do not mark cheques “Payable in Canadian 
Funds” or “At Par”. They will not be cleared by the banks. To simplify the process we urge that you 
purchase bank draŌ s or money orders payable in Canadian Funds. Your understanding and cooperaƟ on is 
greatly appreciated.  Thank You.

Classifi caƟ ons
In all breeds recognized by CKC the following classes will be provided for, divided by sex:

Baby Puppy  4 months and under 6 months
Junior Puppy  6 months and under 9 months
Senior Puppy  9 months and under 12 months
12 to 18 months        12 months and up to 18 months 
Canadian Bred  For dogs born in Canada (Champions of any country excluded)
Bred by Exhibitor  For dogs owned and handled in the ring by the breeder
Open  For all dogs
Specials Only  For Canadian Champions

GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS
1.  Entries must be received by the Event Secretary prior to closing date and Ɵ me.  Withdrawal of entries 
prior to closing date may be done by telephone, but either wriƩ en or electronic noƟ fi caƟ on must be 
received by the Event Secretary no later than the offi  cial closing date and Ɵ me as stated in the premium 
list.
2.  No entry form will be accepted unless all parƟ culars called for on the entry forms are shown thereon.  
Incomplete entries will be returned.  No entry will be accepted unless accompanied by the entry fees.  
Telephone entries will not be accepted.  
3.  Exhibitors must abide by errors made in entering their dogs regardless of how or by whom the error 
was made.  Exhibitors are expected to know the “Rules & RegulaƟ ons for Dog Shows and Obedience 
Trials”.  Booklets on Dog Show and Obedience Trial Rules are available from the Canadian Kennel Club.  
CancellaƟ ons aŌ er closing date and Ɵ me are prohibited. All entries must be in the hands of the Event 
Secretary prior to the closing date and Ɵ me.
4. GSDC of MB reserves the right to refuse any entry according to CKC rules.
5. The Event Superintendent will have full charge of the Show, which will be governed by CKC rules.
6. Please clean up aŌ er your dog. Failure to do so may result in the off ender and their entries being 
removed from the show.
7. No dog will be allowed in the show grounds area unless entered in the show.
8. No refund of entry fees will be made if it is impossible to open or complete the shows because of riot, 



civil disturbance or other acts beyond the control of GSDC of MB.
9. GSDC of MBwill use due care and diligence for the welfare of dogs and exhibitors but will not be 
responsible for or assume any liability in the event of accident or other mishap caused to either dogs, 
exhibitors or spectators whether the results of accident or otherwise. A dog should not be touched 
without the permission of the owner or handler.
10. The grounds will be open at 8:00 a.m. and closes at 6:00 p.m.  
11. Any dog excused by the Event Superintendent or Veterinarian for any reason shall not, aŌ er being 
excused, compete in any class or for any awards for the balance of the show.
12. Puppies entered in classes other than puppy class are advised to check with their
ring stewards prior to compleƟ on of breed judging to ensure that they are called back to compete for 
judging of puppy in breed.
13. Judging schedules will be emailed as soon as possible aŌ er entries close.  Should these not be received 
within a reasonable period, please noƟ fy the Event Secretary.
14. A dog will be called three Ɵ mes for judging aŌ er which it will be marked absent.

It shall be deemed unsportsmanlike conduct if a person during the running of or in connection with an event 
abuses or harasses a judge, show offi  cial or any other person present in any capacity at the event.



CHAMPIONS AND CHAMPIONSHIP POINTS
SECTION 1 – A dog awarded Winners at a championship show held under the Dog Show Rules shall be credited 
with a number of championship points (ranging from 0 to 5) and the determination of the number of championship 
points to be accredited to a dog awarded Winners shall be provided hereunder.
SECTION 2 – The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number of points to be allocated to a dog 
awarded Winners shall be as follows.
DOGS COMPETING 1 2 3-5 6-9   10-12  13 or more
Points Allocated 0 1  2   3       4           5
In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is disqualifi ed, dismissed, excused or ordered from 
the ring by the judge shall not be included in the calculation for championship points. (15.1.2)
The system provides for additional points if a dog awarded Winners also places in the GROUP as listed below.

A class dog awarded Best in Show at an all-breed championship show will be credited with fi ve (5) points inclusive of 
any points earned at the breed or group level.  In no case may a dog earn more than fi ve (5) points at a single show.
In order for a dog to be recognized as a Champion and its owner provided with a Championship Certifi cate, the dog 
must: (a) earn at least 10 championship points under at least 3 diff erent judges; and, (b) be individually registered in 
the records of the CKC or have an Event Registration Number. (c) have earned at least one 2 point win either at the 
breed or group level. (15.1.13).
Best Puppy in Breed Where a dog awarded Best of Breed is not a puppy, those puppies which have not been 
defeated either directly or indirectly by another puppy in the breed will compete for this award.  Judging follows the 
award for Best of Breed.  A puppy awarded Best Puppy in Breed is NOT required to stay to compete for Best Puppy 
in Group (15.3.1f)

MOVING CLASS DOGS TO SPECIALS
A dog which is individually registered in the records of the CKC or has an ERN number at the time of closing of 
entries, and has completed the requirements for a championship in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 
20 of the Dog Show Rules, after the closing date and time for entries for a show, but whose championship is yet 
unconfi rmed by the CKC may be transferred from one of the regular classes to “Specials Only” providing the transfer 
is submitted to the show secretary in writing at least one (1) hour prior to the class, by the owner or handler.
Eff ective January, 1994: If your dog has the required number of Championship points and you do not have your 
registration number before entries close, and you receive your registration BEFORE the date of the show, you may 
move your dog up to Specials if you provide the Show Secretary with the registration number and the dog has been 
entered in the classes as a LISTED dog.  Listing fees, however, WILL NOT be refunded.  An error in the class, date of 
birth or sex may be amended on the entry form up to one hour before the start of the show.  Rule (8.2.5)
EXHIBITORS ARE EXPECTED TO KNOW THE RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR DOG SHOWS,  OBEDIENCE 
AND RALLY TRIALS.  BOOKLETS ON DOG SHOW,  OBEDIENCE AND RALLY TRIAL RULES ARE AVAILABLE 
FROM THE C.K.C.
