A dog which is individually registered in the records of the CKC or that has a Miscellaneous Certification Number (MCN) and has
completed the requirements for a championship in accordance with these rules but at the time of closing of entries for show has not
received confirmation of the title, may be transferred from one of the regular classes to Specials Only providing the transfer is
submitted to the Show Secretary in writing by the order/handler at least one (1) hour prior to the opening of the show. When one or
more all-breed championship shows and/or specialty shows are held on the same date in the same venue, the request for moving of
class dogs to specials must be made a minimum of one (1) hour prior to the scheduled start of the show for which the dog is being
moved up to.
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CKC Non-Member Participation Fee - (24-12-3)

3. Dog Show Rule books and Obedience Trial regulations are available from the Canadian Kennel Club. Cost is $6.30 per
copy + 5% GST.

4, The Show Superintendent will be in full charge of the show which will be governed by CKC rules

5. Entries will be acknowledged after entry by DogShow.ca and a judging schedule will be available after the closing date. If
such acknowledgement is not received one week before the show date, please contact the Show Secretary.

6. ENTRY FEES SHALL NOT BE REFUNDED AFTER THE CLOSING DATE in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified,

excused by Veterinarian or Judge, or barred from competition by action of Show Committee, or because it has been
entered incorrectly.
