6.7 Moving Up

6.7.1 A dog thatis registered in the records of the CKC or has a PEN, an ERN, or a MCN and has fulfilled
the requirements for a title in accordance with these rules, may be moved to the next level of competition.
The transfer must be submitted to the trial secretary on the appropriate move-up form by the owner of handler
one hour before the opening of the first trial on that day, schedule permitting.

6.7.2 When one of more trials are held on the same day in the same venue, the request for moving the dog
up must be made a minimum of one hour prior to the scheduled start of the trial for which the dog is being
moved up to, schedule permitting. The trial secretary shall amend the judge’s book and the marked
catalogue, which is to be sent to the CKC with the requests attached to the appropriate entry forms.

DIANA EDWARDS SHOW SERVICES and the Kingston & District Kennel Club, reserves the right to
refuse any entry, subject to CKC Dog Show Rules.

Identification cards and judging schedule will be mailed as soon as possible after entries close.

It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to have the dog in the ring when the dog’s class is scheduled for
judging.

Diana Edwards Show Services and the Show Committee will use due care and diligence for the
welfare of dogs and exhibitors, but will not be responsible for, or assume any liability in the event of an
accident, or misfortune, to either dogs, exhibitors or patrons.
