In payment of entry fees, the tendering of NSF cheques shall be considered non-payment of entry fees and
is punishable by disciplinary action and cancellation of awards.

CANADIAN KENNEL CLUB SCHEDULE OF CHAMPIONSHIP POINTS
SECTION 2. The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number of points to be allocated to a dog
awarded WINNERS shall be as follows: (*Includes the dog awarded Winners.)
Dogs Competing®* 1 2 3to5 6to9 10to 12 13 or more
Points Allocated* 0 1 2 3 4 5

To determine the number of championship points earned by a dog awarded Winners, total all the dogs in competition
which the dog defeated, directly or indirectly, for the highest of the following official breed awards: Winners, Best of
Winners, Best of Breed or Best of Opposite Sex and then consult the schedule set forth above.

The system provides for additional points if a dog awarded winners also places in the Group as listed hereunder. A dog
that is disqualified, dismissed, excused or ordered from the ring by the judge shall not be included in the calculation for
championship points. Further section 15.1.12 {C} has been added and states the dog must: “have earned at least one 2
point win either at the breed level or group level.”

REGULAR CLASSES
The following classes will be provided, divided by sex.
JUNIOR PUPPY - 6 months & under 9 months on the day of the show
SENIOR PUPPY- 9 months & under 12 months on the day of the show
12 - 18 MONTH 12 months & under 18 months on the day of the show
CANADIAN BRED - Dogs born in Canada. Champions of any country are excluded.
BRED BY EXHIBITOR - Dogs owned and handled in the ring by the breeder. The handler must be the owner/co-
owner and breeder/co-breeder of the dog. The owner/breeder must handle the dog in this class, but need not handle the
dog for further awards.
OPEN CLASS - shall be for all Dogs.
VETERANS - open to all dogs over 7 years of age and older on the day of the Specialty. The winners of the Veterans
Male & Female classes will not compete for Championship points but go directly into the Best of Breed competition.
Veteran dogs may be neutered or spayed.
SPECIALS ONLY - This class will NOT be divided by sex. A dog may be entered for “Specials Only” and such dog
shall compete for Best of Breed award. If eligible it must compete for the award of Best of Opposite Sex. Should a
dog entered for Specials Only place in its group at the show then all awards the dog earned at the show will be
cancelled if, at the time of closing of entries for the show, the dog was not registered individually in the records of the
Canadian Kennel Club or if the dog has not earned all the championship points required for championship status. The
entry of a Listed Dog in this class is NOT allowed.

NON-REGULAR CLASSES
EXHIBITION ONLY - Dogs entered in this class may not compete in the regular breed classes.
STUD DOG & GET - The name of the Stud Dog must be indicated on the entry form, the name of the get must also be
on the entry form. The entry will consist of the dog and two of his progeny. Entry in this class need not be the property
of the same owner although ALL must be entered in regular classes or Specials Only or Exhibition Only
BROOD BITCH & PROGENY - The name of the Bitch must be indicated on the entry form, the name of the get
must also be on the entry form. The entry will consist of the bitch and two of her progeny. Entry in this class need not
be the property of the same owner although ALL must be entered in regular classes or Specials Only or Exhibition Only
Field Dog & Field Bitch: For all Gordon Setters who have earned a Qualifying Score at a Licensed CKC Field Dog
Test (Canada) or have received a placement at a Licensed CKC Field Trial (Canada)
