In Canada call toll free 1-800-250-8040, in the United States call 1-416-675-5511. The Show
Superintendent will be in full charge of the show which will be governed by CKC Rules. Entries will be
acknowledged after close of entries with receipt and judging schedule. This Show will be open from
7:00 AM until completion of judging. Dogs must be on the show grounds one hour before the judging
of their class. Judging will not commence before 8:00 AM.
Owners or agents are responsible for the presence of their dogs in the judging ring. The starting time
for each ring will be specified in the Judging Schedule.
PLEASE NOTE: You are responsible for cleaning up if your dog relieves itself.
The Show Committee will use due care and diligence for the welfare of dogs and exhibitors, but will
not be responsible for, or assume any liability in the event of an accident, or other misfortune, to either
dogs, exhibitors, patrons, or property.
EXHIBITORS PLEASE NOTE: (Chapter 4, Section 4.1.3 of CKC Dog Show Rules) “A judge officiating
at a show held under these rules shall not be subjected to indignities of any kind during the progress
of the show. It shall be the duty and obligation of the club holding the show to see that this rule is
effectively carried out.
Entry frees will be refunded when a bitch entered in Obedience comes into season, after the entry of
the bitch has been submitted, if a Veterinarian certificate (certifying that the bitch was in season within
the ten day period preceding the trial) to the Show Secretary on or before the date of the trial. Entry
fees shall NOT be refunded after the closing date. Nor in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified,
excused by Veterinarian or Judge, or barred from competition by action of the Show Committee, or
because it has been entered incorrectly. If because of riot, civil disturbance or other acts beyond the
control of the EKKOC it is impossible to open or complete the show, no refund of entry fees will be
made.

Effective Jan/1992 all dogs that are foreign-born and foreign-owned and enter Canada for the sole
purpose of entering CKC (Canadian Kennel Club) events will no longer require a CKC registration
number but will require an ERN- Event Registration Number. This ERN does not register a dog
with CKC for breeding purposes as defined in the Animal Pedigree Act but rather enables a
foreign-owned dog to be awarded titles by the Canadian Kennel Club. Each dog must have its
own number. To obtain an ERN, mail or fax a photocopy of the dog’s registration certificate with
certified cheque, money order, VISA or MasterCard number (expiry date, cardholder's name and
signature). Provide your complete address for return of the ERN to you. Cost is $57.60. ERN
must be applied for within 30 days of first day of entering a CKC EVENT. A CKC ERN

Information for US Exhibitors on entering Canada

To enter Canada from the States, US Citizens must show proof of identity; to enter
back into the United States, all US Citizens age 16 or older must have a Passport or
Approved Secure Travel Document

Please be aware that all dogs must have a valid rabies certificate to cross the border.
A valid rabies vaccination that has been given at least 30 days prior to entry into
Canada is required to bring a dog into this country. Government regulations require a
rabies vaccination certificate be provided for each dog. NOTE: Dogs less than three
months of age do not require rabies vaccination.
