Mr. Reynolds has been involved in the sport of dogs since 1956. As a breeder he 
was most involved with Scottish Terriers and his Renaldo kennel owned or bred 
over 30 Canadian and 15 American champions many of whom were Best in Show 
Winners.  
 
He began judging in 1967 at the Ottawa Kennel Club show for Canada's 
centennial year and became an all-breed judge in the early seventies. He judges 
all breeds in Canada and has been permitted to judge all breeds by the AKC in the 

United States. His assignments have been on five continents and have included judging Best in 
Show at some of the most prestigious clubs including Best in Show at Westminster in 2006, Best in 
show at the anniversary show of the Ladies Kennel Association in England and Best in Show at 
Australia’s largest show “The Melbourne Royal”. He has also officiated at World Shows in 
Switzerland and Germany as well as the Pacific International in Tokyo. He has had the great good 
fortune to officiate at over 70 national breed specialties in the U.S.A. During 2019 he judged for the 
15th time at Westminster and officiated at the Yorkshire Terrier Club of America national and the 
Rhodesian Ridgeback Club of America national in 2018. He has judged many Scottish Terrier 
specialties including the American national in the late 1980’s.  (Mr. Reynolds is also judging the 
Alberta Lure Coursing Association Specialty, the Bullmastiff Fanciers Specialty and the Canadian 
Scottish Terrier Club Regional Specialty at this show.) 
  
 

 
“Swiftess” Borzoi began in 1974 with a rescue from the SPCA ‘Alexia’.  Like 
a good number of enthusiasts, my first borzoi was put through every form 
of event that was available, including Scent Hurdle Racing, and trialing her 
at the Utility Dog level. 
  
I have also owned and exhibited Irish Wolfhounds, Italian Greyhounds, 
Afghan Hounds, Whippets and even a Rottweiler.  A founding member of 
ALCA, I became a Lure Coursing judge early on in the CKC involvement in 
the sport.  Later, I became a CKC licensed conformation judge for the 

hound group.   In the last decade I have focused on exhibiting exceptional dogs to the fancy.  The 
result has been winning many specialties and twice having the top winning Hound in Canada. 
Besides restoring and racing vintage motorcycles, my recent retirement mainly involves the full time 
care and well being of two Am-Staffs and a Borzoi.

JUNIOR PUPPY dogs between 6 months and under 9 months on day of show 

SENIOR PUPPY dogs between 9 months and under 12 months on day of show 

12-18 MONTHS dogs between 12 months and under 18 months on day of show 

CANADIAN BRED dogs born in Canada, Champions of any country are excluded. 

BRED BY EXHIBITOR dogs owned and handled in the ring by the breeder for this class, but need not 
handle the dog for further awards.

A CKC Registration Number or ERN 
must be indicated on the entry form at time of closing. 

EXHIBITION ONLY  dogs entered in this class may not compete in any Regular class but may enter 
and compete in Non-Regular classes and/or Parades if provided for in this 
premium list.

Secretary no later than the official closing date and time.  If written notification is not received by that time, 
the dog will remain entered in the show

FOREIGN EXHIBITORS – EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBER 

Effective Jan/1992 all dogs that are foreign-born and foreign-owned and enter Canada for the sole purpose of 
entering Canadian Kennel Club events will no longer require a CKC registration number but will require an 
ERN - Event Registration Number.  An ERN does not register a dog with CKC for breeding purposes as 
defined in the Animal Pedigree Act but rather enables a foreign-owned dog to be awarded titles by the Canadian 
Kennel Club.  Each dog must have its own ERN number. A CKC ERN registration form and ERN fee details can 
be downloaded from the CKC website:  http://www.ckc.ca To obtain an ERN, mail or fax the Canadian Kennel 
Club the ERN form with a photocopy of the dog's foreign registration certificate plus a certified cheque, money 
order, VISA or MasterCard number (expiry date, cardholder's name and signature).  Provide your complete 
address for return of the ERN to you. ERN MUST BE APPLIED FOR WITHIN 30 DAYS OF FIRST DAY OF 
ENTERING A CKC EVENT.

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LOSS WAIVER 

By entering a dog at this show, the owner(s) of the dog and any agent acting on behalf of the owner(s) of the 
entered dog, agree that the Alberta Lure Coursing Association has the right to refuse the dog’s entry for cause, 
in accordance with the CKC rules and regulations. In consideration of the acceptance of the dog’s entry, the 
owner (or the agent acting on behalf of the owner(s), agrees to hold the Alberta Lure Coursing Association its 
members, directors, officers and agents, and the judge of this event, harmless from any claim for loss or injury 
which may allegedly be caused directly, or indirectly, to any person or thing by the act of the dog entered, while 
in or about the event grounds, The owner(s) and any agent acting on behalf of the owner(s), personally assume 
all responsibility and liability for any such claim; and by entering a dog, the owner(s) further agrees to hold the 
aforementioned parties harmless from any claim for loss, injury or damage to the dog entered in this show.  

The owner(s) and any agent acting on behalf of the owner(s) of the entered dog further agree to assume 
the sole responsibility for, and agree to indemnify, defend and save the aforementioned parties harmless from 
any and all loss and expense (including legal fees) by reason of liability imposed by law upon any of the 
aforementioned parties for injuries, including death at any time resulting therefrom, sustained by any person(s), 
on account of damage to property arising out of, or as a consequence, of participation in this event, however 
such injuries, death or property damage may be caused, and whether or not the same may have been 
caused, or may be alleged to have been caused, by negligence of the aforementioned Alberta Lure 
Coursing Association, its members, directors, officers, or any employees, or agents.

1. Dog Show Rulebooks are available from the Canadian Kennel Club.  Cost is $6.00 plus GST per copy.
2. The Show Superintendent will be in full charge of the show, which will be governed by CKC rules.  All 

rules and regulations, as listed in the NACA premium list, will also apply to this specialty.
3. Entries will be acknowledged after entry closing, with receipt, judging schedule and exhibitor passes. 

If such acknowledgement is not received one week before the show date, please contact the Show 
Secretary.

4. “It shall be the duty and obligation of the show-giving club to see that a judge, club official, volunteer or 
any participant at an event held under these rules is not subject to indignities” – CKC rule book, Section 
19.7

CHAMPIONSHIP POINTS SCHEDULE 

Extracts From CKC Dog Show Rules 
Chapter 8 Entries and End of Show Section 
 8.2.5 An error in an age specified class, date of birth or sex may be amended on the entry form up to one hour 
before the start of the show. 
Section  8.3.1 Entries: Every dog entered in a Championship show must be one of the following: 
a) registered with the CKC,
b) have an Event Registration Number,
c) be eligible for registration with the CKC, or
d) if it belongs to a listed breed, it must have a Miscellaneous Certification Number (MCN).
Section 8.4.1 Listed Dogs: If a dog is not registered as in 8.3.1 (a) or (b) but is eligible for registration with the
CKC, it may be entered at a show as a listed dog provided:
b) that if born in Canada, it is eligible for individual registration;
c) that if not born in Canada, is eligible for registration in the records of the CKC.
d) that if it is a foreign born and owned dog, an Event Registration Number or CKC registration number is
obtain from the CKC within 30 days of the first show entered.
Section 8 4.2 Entry of a listed dog at a show must be accompanied by a listing fee as set by the Board in
addition to the regular entry fee.
Section 8.5.1 Acceptance of Entries: If indicated in the premium list, an electronically transmitted entry may be
accepted provided the entry is accompanied by a credit card charge authorization.
Section 8.5.3 No entry shall be accepted from or on behalf of any person who is officially known to be
expelled, deprived of privileges, debarred or suspended by the CKC or any other registering body for purebred
dogs.
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Section 8.5.4 After entries close, no further entries may be accepted, cancelled or substituted other than as 
otherwise stated in this section or as provided for in case of a postal strike. 
Section 8.6.1 Refusal of Entries: The authorities of any show may: 
a) decline to accept entries for just cause, and/or
b) refuse to receive or may remove any dog from the show building on account of disease or viciousness.
c) in the case of non-acceptance, refund the fee with the reason for non-acceptance.
Section 8.8.2 Fees: Tendering of a dishonoured cheque or declined credit card in payment of an entry fee
shall be considered non-payment of said fee and is an offense punishable by disciplinary action and
cancellation of awards.
Section 8.9.1 Moving a Dog to Specials:  A dog which is individually registered in the records of the CKC or
that has a Miscellaneous Certification Number (MCN) and has completed the requirements for a Championship
in accordance with these rules but at the time of the closing of entries for a show has not received confirmation
of the title, may be transferred from one of the regular classes to Specials Only providing the transfer is
submitted to the Show Secretary in writing by the owner or handler at least  one hour prior to the opening of
the show.
Section 8.9.2 If it is established that a dog transferred to Specials Only has not completed the Championship
requirements, all awards will be canceled and all ribbons and prizes won shall be forfeited. The owner may
also be subject to disciplinary action.
Section 8.9.3 When one or more All-Breed and/or Specialty Shows are held on the same day, in the same
venue, the moving of class dogs to Specials must be made prior to the scheduled opening of the first show.
Chapter 4 Judges Section 4.1.3 A judge officiating at a show held under these rules shall not be subjected to
indignities of any kind during the progress of the show. It shall be the duty and obligation of the club holding the
show to see that this rule is effectively carried out.
Section 4.1.6 No person may approach a judge either directly or otherwise, orally or in writing, to favor his
entry. Disciplinary action will be taken against any person who violates this rule or against a judge who fails to
report any contravention of this rule to the CKC within 14 days of the act.
Chapter 14 Disqualifying or Excusing Dogs
Section 14.1.4 Once a dog has been disqualified for any reason at a conformation show, it may not be entered
or shown at another show until the dog has been reinstated by the CKC. All awards earned by a dog shown in
violation of this section will be cancelled by the CKC and the owner of the dog is subject to disciplinary action.
Note: for information on reinstatement, see Chapter 14 Section 14.3 of the Dog Show Rules.

Championship Points and Cancellations 
Section 15.1.1 A dog awarded Winners at a conformation show shall be credited with a number of 
championship points (ranging from 0 to 5) and the number of championship points credited to a dog awarded 
Winners shall be as provided hereunder. 
Section 15.1.2 The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number of points awarded Winners 
shall be as follows: 

Dogs competing* 1 2 3 -5 6-9 10-12 13 & more 

Points allocated 0 1 2 3  4   5 

*Includes the dog awarded Winners.

In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is disqualified, dismissed, excused or ordered 
from the ring by the judge shall NOT be included in the calculation for championship points. 
Section 15.1.3 If a Dog awarded Winners was also awarded Best of Breed then at the show all dogs 
competing in the breed, including Specials Only, shall be included the total. 
Section 15.1.4 If a Dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Opposite Sex to Best of Breed, then all dogs 
of the same sex including those competing for Specials Only shall be included in the total. 
Section 15.1.5 If a Dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Winners, then all dogs defeated directly or 
indirectly in the breed shall  be included in the total. 
Section 15.1.6 If a dog is awarded Winners only, then all the dogs of the same sex in the class competition 
shall be included in the total. 
Section 15.1.7 The number of championship points to be credited to a dog awarded Winners shall be 
determined by the highest award earned and calculated as per this section.  
Clarification: Example of directly or indirectly defeating: If the Winners Bitch is awarded Best of Opposite Sex 
but not Best of Winners, the Best of Winners Male shall be deemed to have indirectly defeated the Specials 
Bitches, and is thus entitled to add them to the number of dogs and bitches defeated. 
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Section 15.1.8 In addition to championship points allocated at the breed level, a dog awarded Winners which 
also places in the regular Group competition shall be credited with the following additional points provided that 
the dog was defeated at the Group level.

Section 15.1.9 A dog may not be credited with more than 5 championship points in a single show: 
Section 15.1.10 A breed or class shall not be allowed more than 2 sets of championship points per sex on any 
day in the same venue. 
Section 15.1.11 A dog awarded Winners which also places Best in Show at an all-breed conformation show 
shall be credited with 5 championship points inclusive of any points earned at the breed and group level.  
Section 15.1.12 In order for a dog to be recognized as a Champion and its owner provided with a 
Championship certificate, the dog must: 

(a) earn at least 10 championship points under at least 3 judges; and,
(b) be individually registered in the records of the CKC or have an Event Registration Number.
(c) have earned at least one 2-point win either at the breed

or group level.

Section 19.7 It shall be the duty and obligation of the show-giving club to see that a judge, club official, 

volunteer, or any participant at an event held under these rules is not subject to indignities. The Conformation 

Show Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this regulation, and the CKC shall 

have the authority to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred 

15.2 Grand Champion (GCh) (47-06-12) 

Section 15.2.1 The title of Grand Champion may only be earned after the completion of the CKC conformation 
championship. 

Section 15.2.2 Points for this title are only accumulated after 
the completion of the conformation championship and do not include the points earned in attaining the 
conformation championship. 

Section 15.2.3 To be awarded a Grand Champion title, a dog 
must attain a minimum of 20 points, which must include a minimum of two (2) wins of at least two (2) points 
each. Points may be gained at breed, group or Best in Show/Specialty level. Only the highest points earned at 
a single show are carried forward. 

(a) Grand Champion Point System Points towards the Grand Champion title, at breed level, are awarded
to the Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex, Select Dog and Select Bitch. Points are calculated based on
the number of animals competing at the breed level for the Best of Breed winner and the number of
similar-sex dogs competing for the other three (Best of Opposite, Select Dog, Select Bitch). The following
schedule shall be employed in the determination of points
awarded at breed level:

(b) In order to obtain a Grand Champion title, a dog must obtain at least two (2) points after 12 months
of age. In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is disqualified, dismissed,
excused or ordered from the ring by the judge shall not be included in the calculation for Grand
Champion points.

15.3 Grand Champion Excellent (GChEx) (48-06-12) 

Section 15.3.1 The title of Grand Champion Excellent may only be earned after the completion of the CKC 
grand championship title. 

Section 15.3.2 Points for this title may be accumulated at any time after the completion of the CKC grand 
championship but does not include the points earned in attaining the conformation championship or the grand 
championship. 

Section 15.3.3 A minimum of 100 points, which must include one (1) Best in Show or a Best of Breed at a 
breed national specialty (where a minimum of 10 dogs have competed) plus three (3) Group 1st or three (3) 
breed specialty wins. 
Grand Champion Excellent point system

Section 15.3.4 Only the highest points earned at a single show are carried forward. For example, a dog that 
wins first in group and then wins Best in Show, earns 10 points, not 15. 

Section 15.3.5 The title of Grand Champion Excellent shall not be awarded retroactively. However, dogs that 
have been awarded the Grand Champion title prior to January 1, 2013, will be awarded the Grand Champion 
Excellent title on application to the CKC. 

Section 15.3.6 Additional Requirments 
To attain a Grand Champion Excellent title, a dog must have been awarded a CKC performance title from any 
CKC event. A CGN, Herding Tested certificate or Chase Ability Program title are not considered performance 
titles for the awarding of this title.
