If still under one year of age, a foreign-born Miniature Dachshund is eligible to enter the Specials Only
class after completing the requirement for a CKC championship provided the application for registration
is received by the CKC within 30 days of the dog reaching one year of age. Failure to do so will result in
automatic cancellation of all points on record.

Exhibition Only

All dogs entered in this class shall be listed in the catalogue with the same particulars as dogs entered in
regular competitions. Dogs entered in this class may not compete in any Regular class but may enter
and compete in Non-Regular classes and/or Parades if provided for in the premium list.

Non-Regular Classes

12.6.1 A dog entered in the Brace that is spayed/neutered must be entered in Exhibition Only.

(a) Baby Puppy Class

Dogs 3 months of age and under 6 months of age on the day of the show.

The award for this class are:

Best Baby Male and Best Baby Female Best Baby Puppy in Breed

Best Baby Puppy in Group

Best Baby Puppy in Show

(b) Veterans

Dogs must be 7 years of age and over on the day of the show. Dogs entered in this class may be spayed
or neutered. The awards for this class are:

Best Male Veteran and Best Female Veteran Best Veteran in Breed

Best Veteran in Group

Best Veteran in Show

A Veteran awarded Best Veteran in Breed is not required to stay to compete for Best Veteran in Group. A
Veteran awarded Best Veteran in Group is not required to stay to compete for Best Veteran in Show.
Brace Class

This class shall be for 2 dogs of the same breed (not necessarily of the same sex). A Brace should be
judged as an identical pair — same colour, size, gait, and same stride. When viewed from the side they
should appear as one dog and its shadow. A brace must be handled by 1 person on 1 lead.

Order of Judging

When any or all of the above described non-regular classes are offered, these classes will be judged
after Best Puppy in Breed, after Best Puppy in Group and before Best In Show, in the following order:
Baby Puppy Veterans Brace

Bred by Exhibitor Competition (an unofficial competition):

Exhibitor Eligibility

1. Exhibitors must declare their dog eligible for Bred By Exhibitor Competition at the time of entry
using the check box on the entry form.

2. The handler must be a breeder of record listed in the catalogue.

3 Dogs must be handled by a breeder throughout the breed level competition for the regular show.
This includes the class competition and subsequent competition in the breed ring. The same is true
for all levels of group and show competition.

4.  The Best Bred by Exhibitor in Breed will be selected from the eligible dogs that competed in the
Best of Breed competition for the regular show. This includes Winners Dog, Winners Bitch. This
excludes all dogs defeated during class and winners competition for the regular show.

Determining Best Bred By Exhibitor in Breed

The selection of the Best Bred by Exhibitor in Breed is held immediately following regular judging of that

breed in the same ring. The ring steward will excuse all exhibitors not eligible. The judge will then award

Best Bred by Exhibitor in Breed.

Judging of the breed for the regular show may determine the dog that is awarded the Best Bred by

Exhibitor in Breed. Guidelines:
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« If the Best of Breed winner of the regular show is eligible for Best Bred by Exhibitor in Breed it will
also be awarded Best Bred by Exhibitor in Breed. In this case the dog will be eligible to compete in
group competition for the regular show and group competition for Best Bred by Exhibitor in Group.

« If the regular show Best of Breed winner is not eligible for Best Bred by Exhibitor in Breed and the
regular show Best of Opposite Sex is eligible, the regular show Best of Opposite Sex to will compete
against the eligible exhibits of the other sex to determine Best Bred by Exhibitor in Breed.

« If neither the Best of Breed nor the Best of Opposite Sex from the regular show is eligible for the Best
Bred by Exhibitor in Breed and both the Select Dog and Select Bitch are eligible, the judge is to
choose Best Bred by Exhibitor in Breed from the Selects and any eligible Winners Dog or Winners
Bitch.

« If one of the Selects from the regular show is eligible for Best Bred by Exhibitor in Breed, excuse all
eligible champions and then choose Best Bred by Exhibitor in Breed from the remaining eligible dogs
of the opposite sex including the eligible Winners.

« If the regular show Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex, Select Dog and Select Bitch are not eligible,
the judge may choose any eligible dog remaining in the ring including Winners Dog or Winners Bitch
as the Best Bred by Exhibitor in Breed.

If no dog remaining in the ring is eligible for the Best Owner Handled in Breed competition, no award

will be made and there will not be representation in group competition for the Best Owner Handled in

Group.

Group and Best in Show Competition

« In the Group and Best in Show competition, the dog must be handled throughout the competition by
an eligible breeder.

« Group judging for the Best Bred by Exhibitor in Group may take place in separate rings from regular
group judging.

« Judging for the Best Bred by Exhibitor in Show is after regular Best in Show judging.

lOwner Handled Competition (an unofficial competition):

Exhibitor Eligibility

1. Exhibitors must declare their dog Owner Handled Competition eligible at the time of entry using
the check box on the entry form.

2. The handler must be an owner of record listed in the catalogue.

3 Professional handlers, household members and current assistants to professional handlers may not
exhibit. Professional handlers are defined as any person who belongs or has belonged to a
professional handlers’ organization, distributed rate cards, or otherwise advertised or represented
themselves as handling dogs for pay or received payment for handling a dog.

4.  Dogs must be handled by an owner-handler throughout the breed level competition for the regular
show. This includes the class competition and subsequent competition in the breed ring. The same
is true for all levels of group and show competition.

5.  The Best Owner Handled in Breed will be selected from the eligible dogs that competed in the Best
of Breed competition for the regular show. This includes Winners Dog, Winners Bitch. This
excludes all dogs defeated during class and winners competition for the regular show.

Determining Best Owner Handled in Breed

The selection of the Best Owner Handled in Breed is held immediately following regular judging of that

breed in the same ring. The ring steward will excuse all exhibitors not eligible. The judge will then award

Best Owner Handled in Breed.

Judging of the breed for the regular show may determine the dog that is awarded the Best Owner

Handled in Breed. Guidelines:

« If the Best of Breed winner of the regular show is eligible for Best Owner Handled in Breed it will also
be awarded Best Owner Handled in Breed. In this case the dog will be eligible to compete in group
competition for the regular show and group competition for Best Owner Handled in Group.

« If the regular show Best of Breed winner is not eligible for Best Owner Handled in Breed and the
regular show Best of Opposite Sex is eligible, the regular show Best of Opposite Sex to will compete
against the eligible exhibits of the other sex to determine Best Owner Handled in Breed.

« If neither the Best of Breed nor the Best of Opposite Sex from the regular show is eligible for the
Best Owner Handled in Breed and both the Select Dog and Select Bitch are eligible, the judge is to
choose Best Owner Handled in Breed from the Selects and any eligible Winners Dog or Winners Bitch.

« If one of the Selects from the regular show is eligible for Best Owner Handled in Breed, excuse all
eligible champions and then choose Best Owner Handled in Breed from the remaining eligible dogs of
the opposite sex including the eligible Winners.

« If the regular show Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex, Select Dog and Select Bitch are not eligible,
the judge may choose any eligible dog remaining in the ring including Winners Dog or Winners Bitch
as the Best Owner Handled in Breed.

If no dog remaining in the ring is eligible for the Best Owner Handled in Breed competition, no award

will be made and there will not be representation in group competition for the Best Owner Handled in

Group.

Group and Best in Show Competition

o In the Group and Best in Show competition, the dog must be handled throughout the competition by
an eligible owner.

« Group judging for the Best Owner Handled in Group may take place in separate rings from regular
group judging.

« Judging for the Best Owner Handled in Show after regular Best in Show judging.
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OBEDIENCE CLASSES

The following classes are offered at L M D F All Breed Trials (paraphrased extract only):

9.1 PRE-NOVICE
gl.l.l The Pre-Novice Class is an elective class and earning the title is not a requirement to enter Novice

asses.
9.1.2 The Pre-Novice Class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed which has not earned
the title of P.C.D.
9.1.3 Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or any other person.
9.1.4 A person may enter more than one dog in this class.
9.1.6 Only dogs that have not earned the title of C.D. enter the Pre-Novice class.
9.2 The tests and order of judging shall be:
Heel on Leash, Figure 8, Sit for Examination, Recall and Long Sit.

10.1.1 The Novice A Class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed which has not earned
the title of C.D.

11.2 Order of judging: Heel Free and Figure 8, Stand for Examination, Drop from Heel, Recall holding
dumbbell, Recall over high Jump holding dumbbell, Recall over broad jump.
12.1 0PENA
12.1.1 The Open A Class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed which has earned the
title of C.D. but has not earned the title of C.D.X.
12.1.2 The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner or a member of their immediate families.
12.1.3 Only one dog per handler is allowed in this class, and that person must handle the dog in all
exercises.
12.1.4 Any person who has trained or exhibited a dog that has earned a U.D. title may not handled a
dog in this class.
12.1.5 A dog which has eared its C.D.X. title is not eligible for entry in this class but my be entered in
the Open B Class.

12.2.7 A dog eligible for entry in the Utility Class at any obedience trial held under these rules is also
eligible for entry in the Open Class B at the same trial.

12.2.8 Prior to the start of judging, the judge will decide the order of exercises to be performed. This
order will not be disclosed to exhibitors until it is posted at ring side, approximately 30 minutes before
the start of the class.

13.1 UTILITY CLASS A

13.1.1 the Utility A Class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed which as earned the title
of C.D.X. but has not earned the title of U.D.

13.1.2 Any person who has trained or exhibited a dog that has earned a M.O.T.Ch. title may not handle
dogs in this class.

13.1.3 The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner or a member of their immediate families.
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13.1.4 Owner may enter more than one dog in this class. The same person must handle the dog in all
exercises.

13.2 UTILITY CLASS B

13.2.1 The Utility B Class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed which as earned the
title of C.D.X. or U.D.

13.2.2 Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or any other person

13.2.3 Owners may enter more than one dog in this class. The same person must handle the dog in all
exercises.

13.2.4 No dog may be entered in both the Utility A and Utility B classes at any one trial.

13.2.5 Prior to the start of judging, the judge will decide the order of exercises to be performed. This
order will not be disclosed to exhibitors until it is posted at the ring side, approximately 30 minutes
before the start of the class.

15.1.1 EXHIBITION ONLY

This is an official class. A dog may be entered for Exhibition Only,which must be specified, on the entry
form. ....... No dog so entered can compete in any Regular class, however, it may be entered in and
compete in any Unofficial class or Parade if provided for in the classification of the trial.....

OBEDIENCE CLASSES: Unofficial

BRACE CLASS- is open to any 2 dogs of any breed an of either sex that has attained not less than a
C.D. title in Canada. It is not necessary that the same person own both dogs, nor that they be of the
same breed.

VETERAN'S CLASS-is open to dogs that have an obedience title and are 7 years and older. Dogs
entered in this class must also be entered in any Regular class or for Exhibition Only.

The following classes are offered at L M D F All Breed Trials (paraphrased extract only):

RALLY NOVICE A is open to any dog who has not won a C.K.C. R.N. title or any CKC Novice
Obedience title. The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner, co-owner, or a member of their
immediate families. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. No dog may be entered in
both Rally Novice and and Rally Novice B at any one trial.

RALLY NOVICE B is to to any dog who has not earned a Qualifying Score in Rally Advanced. The
owner or any other person may handle dogs in this class. A person may enter more than one dog in
this class.

RALLY ADVANCED A is for dogs that have won the R.N. Title but have not won the R.A. title or any
CKC Novice Obedience title. The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner, co-owner, or a
member of their immediate families. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. No dog may
be entered in both Rally Advanced A and and Rally Advanced B at any one trial.

RALLY ADVANCED B is for dogs that have won the R.N. Title. A dog completing the R.A. title may
continue to compete in this class indefinitely. The owner or any other person may handle dogs in this
class. A person may enter more than one dog in this class.

RALLY EXCELLENT A is for dogs that have won the R.A. Title,but have not won the R.E. title or any
CKC Novice Obedience title. The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner, co-owner, or a
member of their immediate families. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. No dog may
be entered in both Rally Excellent A and Rally Excellent B at any one trial.

RALLY EXCELLENT B is for dogs that have won the R.A. Title. A dog completing the R.E. title may
continue to compete in this class indefinitely. The owner or any other person may handle dogs in this
class. A person may enter more than one dog in this class.

EXHIBITION ONLY-is an official class. No dog so entered can compete in any Regular class, however
it may be entered in and compete in any Unofficial class or Parade if offered. A listing fee is not required
for a listed dog entered in Exhibition Only (not entered for any competition).

4.1.1 Classes in Junior Conformation Handling competition shall be divided by age as follows:

(a) PeeWee Class

This class is for handlers 4 years of age up to 6 years of age as of December 31st of the year preceding
the competition year. This class is optional and non-competitive. No placements are to be awarded; only
(b) Junior Novice Class

This class is for handlers 7 to 10 years of age as of December 31st of the year preceding the
competition year, who have not won 6 first places in the same class with competition.

(c) Junior Open Class

This class is for handlers 7 to 10 years of age as of December 31st of the year preceding the
competition year who have won 6 first places with competition.

(d) Intermediate Novice Class

This class is for handlers 11 to 14 years of age as of December 31st of the year preceding the
competition year, who have not won 6 first places in the same class with competition.

(e) Intermediate Open Class

This class is for handlers 11 to 14 years of age as of December 31st of the year preceding the
competition year, who have won 6 first places with competition and for any handler who has progressed
through the Junior Open level and feels that he has enough experience to compete at this level.
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(f) Senior Novice Class

This class is for handlers 15 years of age as of December 31st of the year preceding the competition year
and up to 18 years of age, who have not won 6 first places with competition in this class. Handlers from
the Intermediate lev- els progress to this class.

(g) Senior Open Class

This class is for handlers 15 years of age as of December 31st of the year preceding the competition year
and up to 18 years of age, who have won 6 first places with competition in the Senior Novice Class, and
for any handler who has progressed through the Intermediate Open level and feels that he has enough
experience to compete at this level.

4.1.2 Method of moving between classes shall be as follows:

(a) If a handler achieves 6 first place wins with competition, he must move to the Open Class within his

JUNIOR EVENT CLASSES: Obedience
Refer to Section 9 of the J.H.R.&R. The rules are paraphrased below. The following classes are
offered at Lower Mainland Dog Fanciers All Breed show:
JUNIOR PRE NOVICE CLASS is for handlers 7 years of age and up to and including 10 years of age as of
December 31st of the year preceding the competition year, who have not achieved 500 points in any Pre-Novice
competition.
INTERMEDIATE PRE NOVICE CLASS is for handlers 11 years of age and up to and including 14 years of
age, who have not achieved 500 points in any Pre-Novice competition.
SENIOR PRE NOVICE CLASS is for handlers 15 years of age as of December 31st of the year preceding the
competition year and up to 18 years of age who have not achieved 500 points in any Pre-Novice competition.
JUNIOR NOVICE CLASS is for handlers 7 years of age and up to and including 10 years of age as of
December 31st of the year preceding the competition year, who have achieved 500 points in any Pre-Novice
competition or for any junior of relevant age who wishes to compete in this class.
INTERMEDIATE NOVICE CLASS is for handlers 11 years of age and up to and including 14 years of age as
of December 31st of the year preceding the competition year, who have achieved 500 points in any Pre-Novice
competition or for any junior of relevant age who wishes to compete in this class.
SENIOR NOVICE CLASS is for handlers 15 years of age as of December 31st of the year preceding the
competition year, and up to 18 years of age who have achieved 500 points in any Pre-Novice competition or for
any junior of relevant age who wishes to compete in this class.
JUNIOR OPEN CLASS is for handlers 7 years of age and up to and including 10 years of age as of December
31st of the year preceding the competition year.
INTERMEDIATE OPEN CLASS is for handlers 11 years of age and up to and including 14 years of age as of
December 31st of the year preceding the competition year.
SENIOR OPEN CLASS is for handlers 15 years of age as of December 31st of the year preceding the
competition year. and up to 18 years of age.

Notice of Agreement

I (we) acknowledge that I (we), all exhibitors, handlers and patrons, know and abide by the “CKC
Dog Show Rules”,"CKC Obedience Trial Rules”"CKC Rally Obedience Rules” and “CKC Junior
Handling Rules,” and that I am (we) agree that Lower Mainland Dog Fanciers of British Columbia
has the right to refuse this entry for cause, which the Club shall deem to be sufficient. In
consideration of the acceptance of this entry and of the holding of the Show and of the opportunity
to have the dog judged and to win prize money, ribbons or trophies, I (we) agree to hold the
Lower Mainland Dog Fanciers of British Columbia, their members, directors, officers, agents,
superintendents or show secretary and the owner or lessor of the premises and any employees of
the aforementioned parties, harmless from any claim for loss or injury which may be alleged to
have been caused directly or indirectly to any person or thing by the act of a dog while in or upon
the show premises or grounds or near any entrance thereto, and I (we) personally assume all
responsibility and liability for any such claim, and I (we) further agree to hold the aforementioned
parties harmless from any claim for loss of a dog by disappearance, theft, death or otherwise, and
from any claim for damage or injury to the dog, whether such loss, disappearance, theft, damage
or injury be caused or alleged to be caused by the negligence of the Club or any of the parties
aforementioned, or by the negligence of any other person, or any other cause or causes.

I (we) hereby assume the sole responsibility for and agree to indemnify and save the
aforementioned parties harmless from any and all loss and expense (including legal fees) by
reason of the liability imposed by law upon any of the aforementioned parties because of bodily
injuries, including death at any time resulting therefrom, sustained by any person or persons,
including myself (ourselves), or on account of damage to property, arising out of or in consequence
of my (our) participation in this show, howsoever such injuries, death or damage to property may
be caused and whether or not the same may have been caused and whether or not the same may
have alleged to have been caused by negligence of the aforementioned parties or any of their
employees or agents, or any other person.
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Rules and Regulations Governing Shows and Trials at
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The club reserves the right to remove any person(s) from the show and the show
grounds. The Show Superintendent shall have full control of these shows and trials,
which are governed by CANADIAN KENNEL CLUB (CKC) rules.

Any dog excused by the Show Superintendent or Veterinarian for any reason shall not,
compete in any class for any awards for the balance of the shows, trials and or events.
The Show committee will use due care and diligence for the welfare of dogs and
exhibitors, but will not be responsible for, or assume any liability in the event of accident
or misfortune to either dogs, exhibitors, spectators or vendors.

Exhibitors may be asked by the show superintendent for proof of third party liability
insurance. Failure to produce may result in dismissal from the show grounds.

Dogs must be on the grounds 1 hour prior to the judging of their breed.

The owner of a dog entered in these shows is entirely responsible for any error in
entering his/her dog regardless of how or by whom the entry was made.

Exhibitors and handlers will be responsible for their dogs and equipment left at the show
grounds.

All recreational units will have buckets underneath for their sink drains. Any one found
discharging water on the grounds will be removed by order of the Health Department,
and may be subject to fine.

If, because of civil disturbance or other acts beyond the control of the club, it is
impossible to open or complete the show, there is no refund of entry.

Dogs must be on leash at all times on the show grounds or within the show building with
the exception of the obedience rings.

Crates will be allowed at ringside during the judging of that specific breed only. No
exceptions.

All dogs must be exercised in the exercise pens provided for that purpose. Exercise dogs
in designated areas only. Failure to observe this rule may result in dismissal.

Plastic sheeting must be used under all exercise pens and up the sides to prevent a dog
from urinating beyond the pen.

Exhibitors are expected to maintain a clean area. Please be considerate when utilizing the
building facilities. No dogs are permitted in the washrooms.

No dogs allowed in the seating or food line-up area of the food concession.

The welfare of any children is deemed to be the responsibility of the guardian or parent.
Please exercise control and restraint over your child’s behavior.

The club is not responsible for lost or stolen property from exhibitors or vendors/
concessions. Check for lost property at the club table. The club reserves the right to
refuse an individuals entries, for just cause.

Delays waiting for dogs will not be possible and handlers with several breeds must
arrange for alternative handlers if judging times for their dogs conflict.

The club reserves the right of restricting exhibitors space.

Fire lanes in all areas will be maintained.

Observing the policy and procedures of the electrical services is required.

A ramp will be available to judges at their discretion for examination of low, heavy set
breeds.

All exhibitors must follow direction by Club and fairgrounds personnel.

No “In Transit Area” is offered.

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EXTRACTS FROM CKC: Conformation Rules & Regulations, Championship Points

4.1.3 A judge officiating at a show held under these rules shall not be subjected to indignities of any
kind during the progress of the show. It shall be the duty and obligation of the club holding the show to
see that this rule is effectively carried out.

4.5.1 A judge shall have the right to measure in the ring and weigh or have weighed by the
superintendent, any dog whose breed standard list height or weight as a disqualification.

5.1.6 The officials of a show-giving club will be held responsible for the conduct of exhibitors and
spectators during the show. Any person acting in an objectionable manner must be removed from
the show on complaint to the Show Superintendent.

8.2.2 A show-giving club must reject an incomplete entry form and return it immediately to the
sender.

8.2.5 An error in an age specified class, date of birth, or sex, may be amended on the entry form up to
one hour before the start of the show.

8.3.1 Every dog entered in a conformation show must be one of the following: (a) registered with the
CKC, (b) have an Event Registration Number, (c) eligible for registration with the CKC, or (d) if it belongs
to a listed breed, it must have a Miscellaneous Certification Number (M.C.N.).

8.4.1 If a dog is not registered as in 8.3.1 (a) or (b) but is eligible for registration with the CKC, it
may be entered at a show as a listed dog provided: (a) that if born in Canada, it is eligible for individual
registration; (b) that if not born in Canada, it is eligible for registration in the records of the CKC; (s)
that if it is a foreign born and owned dog, an Event Registration Number or CKC registration number is
obtained from the CKC within 30 days of the first show entered.

8.4.2 Entry of a listed dog as a show must be accompanied by a listing fee as set by the Board in
addition to the regular entry fee.

8.9.1 A dog that is registered in the records of the CKC or that has a M.C.N. and has completed the
requirements for a championship in accordance with these rules but at the time of the closing of entries
for show has not received confirmation of the title, may be transferred from one of the regular classes to
Specials Only providing the transfer is submitted of the Show Secretary in writing by the owner or
handler at least one hour prior to the opening of the show.

8.9.3 When one or more all-breed and/or specialty shows are held on the same day, in the same venue,
the request for moving of class dogs to specials must be made a minimum of one hour prior to the
scheduled start of the show for which the dog is being moved up to.

12.4.1 Except for Puppy in Group or Show, an owner or handler shall be subject to disciplinary action for
withholding a dog from competing for higher awards for which that dog is eligible. Any dog so withheld
or absent will result in the cancellation of all awards won at that show (unless the dog is excused by the
Show Superintendent).

14.1.4 Once a dog has been disqualified for any reason at a conformation show, it may not be entered
or shown at another show until the dog has ben reinstated by the CKC. All awards earned by a dog
shown in violation of this section will be cancelled by the CKC and the owner of the dog is subject to
disciplinary action.

19.7 1t shall be the duty and obligation of the show-giving club to see that a judge, club official,
volunteer, or any participant at an event held under these rules is not subject to indignities. The
Conformation Show Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this
regulation, and the Discipline Committee shall have the authority to take such action as it deems fit on

15.1.3 If a dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Breed at the show, then all dogs competing in
the breed, including Specials Only, shall be included in the total.
15.1.4 If a dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Opposite Sex to Best of Breed, then all dogs of
the same sex including those competing for Specials Only shall be included in the total.
15.1.5 If a dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Winners, then all dogs defeated directly or
indirectly in the breed shall be included in the total.
A REMINDER THAT ALL BEST OF BREED WINNERS SHALL COMPETE IN GROUP
COMPETITION OR FORFEIT ANY CHAMPIONSHIP POINTS AWARDED 25

(c) have earned at least one 2 point win either at the breed or group level.
15.2.1 The title of Grand Champion may only be earned after the completion of the CKC Conformation
Championship.
15.2.2 Points for this title are only accumulated after the completion of the Conformation Championship
and do not include the points earned in attaining the Conformation Championship. All required points
are to be earned at the breed level.
15.2.3 To be awarded a Grand Champion title, a dog must attain a minimum of 20 points which must
include one Best of Breed and a minimum of two wins of at least two points each.

Points towards the Grand Champion title are awarded to the Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex, Select
Dog and Select Bitch.

15.3.4 Only the highest points earned at a single show are carried forward. For example, a dog that
wins First in Group and then wins Best in Show, earns 10 points, not 15.

Excellent title.
15.3.6 The title of Grand Champion Excellent shall not be awarded retroactively. However, dogs that
have been awarded the Grand Champion title prior to January 1, 2013 will be awarded the Grand
Champion Excellent Title on application to the CKC.”
15.3.7 Additional Requirements
To attain a Grand Champion title a dog must have been awarded a CKC performance title from any CKC
event. A CGN or Herding Instinct Certificate are not considered performance titles for the award- ing of
this title.
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EXTRACTS FROM CKC: Obedience Rules & Regulations

6.9.7 Exhibitors incorrectly entered in the A class are permitted to move the dog to the corresponding B
class up to one hour before the start of the trial.

7.1 Tt shall be deemed unsportsmanlike conduct if a person during the running of or in connection with
an event abuses or harasses a judge, trial official or any other person present in any capacity at the
event.

7.2 Any handler who displays unsportsmanlike conduct or who is seen to kick, strike or otherwise
roughly manhandle a dog at any time during the holding of the event, may be expelled from the trial by
the Obedience Trial Committee.

7.3 The judges shall also have the authority to expel a handler from a trial if they observe
unsportsmanlike conduct on the part of the handler or see the handler kicking, striking or otherwise
roughly manhandling a dog while the event is in progress. It will be the duty of the judge to report
promptly to the Obedience Trial Committee the expulsion of a handler.

8.2.1 A dog that has been excused from the ring for any reason may not compete in any further
exercises for that class.

8.2.2 A dog that bites or attempts to bite a judge, another person or dog in the ring shall be disqualified
by the judge.

3.6.1 A judge officiating at a show held under these rules shall not be subjected to indignities of any
kind during the progress of the show. It shall be the duty and obligation of the club holding the show to
see that this rule is effectively carried out.

6.4.1 Any dog entered and received at an obedience trial must compete in all exercises of all classes in
which it is entered, unless excused by the judge, official veterinarian, superintendent, or the Obedience
Trial Committee chair. If excused by the official veterinarian, the excuse must be in writing on the form
provided and attached to the judge’s book. If the dog is excused by either the superintendent, judge, or
Obedience Trial Committee chair, a note to this effect must be written on the inside cover of the

judge’s book and the reason stated thereon.

6.5.1 Bitches in season are not permitted to compete. The judge of an obedience trial must remove
from competition any bitch in season, or any bitch which appears so attractive to males as to be a
disturbing element.

6.5.2 When a bitch comes into season after entry of the bitch has been submitted to the trial secretary,
a veterinarian’s certificate, certifying that the bitch was in season within the 10 day period preceding the
trial, must reach the trial secretary on or before the date of the trial. The trial-giving club must refund
the entry fee, service charge and listing fee. The refund and the terms thereof must be clearly stated in
the premium list.

6.9.1 A dog that is registered in the records of the CKC or has a PEN, and ERN, or a MCN and has
fulfilled the requirements for a title in accordance with these rules but at the time of the closing of
entries for the trial has not received confirmation of the title may be moved to the next level of
competition providing the request is submitted to the trial secretary on the appropriate move-up form by
the owner or handler a minimum of one hour before the opening of the first trial on that day, schedule
permitting.

6.9.2 When one or more trials are held on the same day in the same venue, the request for moving the
dog up must be made a minimum of one hour prior to the scheduled start of the trial for which the dog
is beingmoved up to, schedule permitting.

6.9.6 In order for a dog to be eligible to move up, the dog must be individually registered in the CKC or
have a Performance Event Number (PEN), an Event Registration Number (ERN) or a Miscellaneous
Certification Number (MCN) before entries close. The addition of a CKC number after close of entries
does not make the dog eligible and will result in referral to the Discipline Committee.

Carole started in Labradors in Australia in 1967, "Basker" was a first
anniversary present to her from husband David, and Basker's nephew (bought the
following year for him), started them off. Firstly in Obedience where they both
gained titles and she and David passed their exams to be Obedience judges. They
started to show a little down in Australia, and when they moved to Malaysia they
became more bitten by the showing bug. When they returned to England in mid
1974 they were well read, having consumed every Labrador book they could get
their hands on, and knew the type of Labrador they wanted to own and breed. In
the last 25 years we have made up a quarter of all the full Labrador Champions in
the UK and have the only champion bitch with a KC Working Gundog Certificate. In
their two other breeds, German Shorthaired Pointers and Sussex spaniels, added
23 and 18 years ago respectively they have gained a further four champions, two
in each breed with two more GSP bitches with CC's. All Champions over the three
breeds except the first GSP male have been home bred. Bringing their total of CC's
to 121 with 117 Reserves. Until David retired two years ago he wasn't as "hands
on" as he would have liked due to working 75% of the year abroad, but he was
always in the ring when ever he could be. All decisions about breeding and puppies
was always a joint decision. Since his retirement he has taken over all the field
training of the dogs and last winter we had 8 trained Labradors for him to choose
from for his two days a week picking up in the season. As construction is so
important to Carole, she became a Kennel Club Accredited Trainer, going round
giving lectures on "Confirmation & Movement" to aspiring judges, and now also the
"Hands On" Judging Assessments - she also judges other breeds in the Gundog
Group and awards CC's in 21 Breeds, as well as awarding the Gundog Group at
Championship Shows. She is on the top judging lists for American Cockers, Field
Spaniels and Large Munsterlanders, these being the only 3 Gundog breeds in the
UK that she does not currently give CCs for but will be automatically approved for
these when invited.
