Water Spaniels, Boykin Spaniels, American Water Spaniels, English Springer Spaniels, Nova Scotia Duck Tolling Retrievers, Barbet, and 
Poodles registered with the American Kennel Club, Canadian Kennel Club, United Kennel Club, Boykin Spaniel Society, American Field 
Dog Stud Book or America’s Pet Registry are eligible to enter and participate in Licensed NAHRA Hunting Retriever Field Tests. Other 

purebred breeds and 7 other breed registries may also be approved by the NAHRA Board of Directors. 
 

NAHRA-assigned Field Test Numbers are necessary for dogs without an acceptable registry (AKC, CKC, UKC) or non-retriever 
breeds. Individuals needing Field Test Numbers for their dogs in order to participate,

Regulations 
 

1. Entries must be made in advance and sent with all entry fees.  One dog per form, per day, per level.  Make cheques payable to the 
Wild Rose Hunting Retriever Club (WRHRC).  The fees are as noted above.  Please print clearly/type and complete all sections of the 
entry forms.  No entries will be accepted over the telephone or after the closing date. 

2. U.S. participants:  Due to the exchange rate, all entries MUST be made in Canadian funds. 
3. Cross Entries: Due to the combination of stakes, cross entries for the same dog between Started, Hunter and Intermediate will not 

be allowed. Cross entries between Senior and any other stake is allowed. 
4. Refunds are available for bitches in season that are made prior to the closing date.  Request for refunds must be accompanied by a 

written veterinary statement within ten (10) days after completion of the field test.  There will be no refunds for no-shows. 
5. The field test will be conducted in accordance with NAHRA regulations. 
6. Bitches in season are not allowed on the test grounds. 
7. Dark or camouflaged clothing is required for all handlers, spectators, and field workers.  Spectators and other handlers will be 

required to keep noise and distractions to a minimum when a handler and dog are running a test.   
8. Drive only on designated roads or areas on test grounds and pick up trash. 
9. WRHRC reserves the right to substitute and/or replace judges due to circumstances beyond their control. 
10. Alcoholic  Beverages Are NOT ALLOWED on the Test Grounds!
