
COVID -19   SAFETY PROTOCOLS 
September 24th – September 26th, 2021 

 
 

➢ Proof of full or partial vaccination against Covid-19, in accordance with B.C. Public 
Health Order of August 23rd, 2021, is required for entry into the trial building.  

➢  
➢ Armbands to be picked up from the Secretary at check-in upon receipt of signed 

Covid-19 waiver form.  
➢  
➢ Mask wearing is required inside the building, in accordance with B.C. Public 

Health Mask Mandate Order, effective August 25th, 2021.  
➢ Masks may be removed in the trial ring only if the judge agrees. Please respect 

the judge’s wishes whilst in the ring.  
➢  
➢ Dogs to be crated in or beside handler vehicles. 
➢ There will be no indoor crating area available. 
➢  
➢ Dog/Handler teams for the class being judged, are to assemble in the front of the 

building or close to the entrance. 
➢  
➢ Only 1 Dog/Handler team in the ring, and the next Dog/Handler team in the 

waiting area, allowed beyond the class assembly area. All other practice and 
warm up to be outside. 

➢  
➢ Spectators (other handlers) may be allowed in designated area near the trial ring. 

 
• Sanitizing ring steward touch point will occur with a change of personnel 
• Sanitizing all touch points in the building will occur between the 2 trials
