GENERAL INFORMATION FOR ALL ATTENDING THE SHOWS
This is a Show & Go — All current Covid 19 Guidelines will be followed

¢ No public or spectators permitted

e MASKS must be worn at all times

e Arrive with your Covid 19 WAIVER and you receive your wristband

¢ \Wristbands must be worn at all times at the show venue

¢ Please try to know your ARMBAND NUMBER it will be on your confirmation email
e Please arrive 45 to 60 minutes before your scheduled ring time

e Report to the Staging Area

e If possible, please try to complete washroom stop before arrival

e Putting an exercise pen beside your car upon arrival is permitted but you must
minimize your time

e Before arriving, please check your schedule for time and ring number

¢ 15 minutes prior to ring time you will advance to the ready ring area

e Upon arrival you may enter the ring area

e No personal grooming tables, or exercise pens permitted in the ring area

e No putting dogs on club ring tables or the ramp

¢ You must leave the ring area immediately following judging

e There shall be no lingering or gathering

e Dogs must exercise in pens only

e Anyone allowing a dog to lift its leg on the property or not picking up will be
uninvited to future events

e People dropping dogs off to handlers may do so by prearranging a meeting time
and location with their handler. You must leave immediately after dropping your dog.
You can wait in the staging area until picking up your dog.

e Anyone arguing with an attendant or act of defiance will be asked to leave the
venue immediately

e \WWe will not tolerate bullying or unsportsmanlike behavior

Covid 19 Safety Protocol for our shows
If you can not comply with these rules —
DO NOT Enter or Attend!

There will be a zero-tolerance policy on Covid-19 violations, including not wearing a mask
or not social distancing when it is possible.

Waiver must be signed
by club members, judges, ring stewards, exhibitors, owners, handlers, breeders,
assistants’ volunteers.

Contact tracing information must be provided for ALL who attend (hname & phone number)

Masks must be worn correctly over mouth and nose — this is mandatory

by exhibitors, judges, and ring stewards in the rings during judging. Each ring will have

an entrance and exit and social distancing markers. Exhibitors will pick up the placement
ribbons as they exit — there will be no recycling of ribbons so if you do not want to keep it
please do not take it.

Masks must be worn correctly over mouth and nose —this is mandatory
under the tents/pavilion, in washrooms, in any other location where 2 meters- 6 feet can
not be maintained.

Social Distancing — 2 meters/6 feet this is Mandatory
in the rings, under the tents, adjacent ring areas, at the show secretary table and at the
photographer’s set up.

Additional Information for the show

No public catalogue — so be sure to know your number

Please bring sanitizer, and your own personal mask

Do not leave personal belongings at ringside

Do not leave masks or hand wipes gloves, water bottles, or litter behind

Avoid shaking hands, hugging or other physical contact

Avoid touching dogs that are not your responsibility

Avoid common use pens/pencils — bring your own writing instrument if you need one

If you see something/say something! Help us run a safe show for everyone.

Please remember that by law officers can show up at any time over the weekend to ensure
that current health orders are being adhered to.
