Classes Offered

Regular Conformation Classes

Junior Puppy

A dog between 6 months and under 9 months on the day of the show

Senior Puppy

A dog between 9 months and under 12 months on the day of the show

12-18 Months

A dog between 12 months and under 18 months on the day of the show

Canadian Bred

A dog which is born in Canada

Bred by Exhibitor

A dog(s) owned and handled in the ring by the breeder. The handler must be
owner/co-owner AND breeder/co-breeder of the dog. The owner/handler must
handle the dog in this class, but need not handle the dog for future awards.

Open

For all dogs.

Veterans (Specialty Show)

Dogs 7 years of age and over on the day of the show. Dogs in this class may be
spayed or neutered.

Field Class (Specialty Show)

Dogs in this class must have attained a title or placement in a field trial or test
(Herding). This class is judged prior to Best of Breed judging with the winners
of each sex competing for Best of Breed. Dogs entered in this class may be
spayed or neutered.

Specials Only

For dogs who are Canadian Champions only.

Exhibition Only

Dogs entered in this class may not compete in any regular class but may enter
and compete in Non-Regular classes and/or Parades if provided for in the
premium list on payment of the prescribed Exhibition Only fees stated in the
premium list.

Non-regular Classes

Baby Puppy A dog between 3 months and under 6 months of age on the day of the show.
Winners of this class do not compete for points. The class is judged after the
judging, after Group judging and prior to Best in Show judging.

Altered This class shall be for any spayed or neutered dogs over the age of 6 months of

age

Stud and Get

This class shall be comprised of the stud dog and 2 or more of his get.
Ownership in this class need not be identical. The stud dog may be spayed or
neutered and must be entered in a Regular class or in Exhibition Only. Get
must be entered in a Regular class

Dam and Progeny

This class shall be comprised of the dam and 2 or more of her progeny.
Ownership in this class need not be identical. The dam may be spayed or
neutered and must be entered in a Regular class or in Exhibition Only. Progeny
must be entered in a Regular class

Brace

This class shall be for 2 dogs of the same breed (not necessarily of the same
sex). A brace should be judged as an identical pair — same colour, size, gait,
and same stride. When viewed from the side they should appear as one dog
and its shadow. A Brace must be handled by 1 person on 1 lead

Award of Merit

This award will be made after the Best of Breed judging. A specialty club may
offer one Award of Merit for every 10 dogs competing at the Best of Breed level.
Where Award of Merit are offered, these awards are made by the judge after
the awarding of Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex, Best of Winners, Select
Dog and Select Female. From the remaining dogs in the ring.

Obedience and Rally-O

The ACDCC will be offering a Rosette and Prize for the Highest Scoring ACD for both Obedience and

Rally-O in the all-breed Hub City Kennel and Obedience Club trials on Friday May 6, 2022.

Juvenile Sweepstakes

Juvenile Sweepstakes is open to all puppies six months and under 18 months of age regardless of place of birth.
All dogs must be entered in one of the regular official classes on the same day or for exhibition only on the same
day. Dogs will be judges in one of the following six classes (divided by sex):

Junior Puppy — 6 months and under 9 months
Senior Puppy — 9 months and under 12 months
Juvenile Puppy — 12 months and under 18 months

For the final judging the first place puppy from each of the classes will be brought together for the final judging of
Best in Sweepstakes and Best of Opposite Sex in Sweepstakes.

Best in Sweepstakes — Rosette and 15% of the total fees collected for the Juvenile Sweepstakes

Best of Opposite Sex in Sweepstakes - Rosette and 10% of the total fees collected for the Juvenile Sweepstakes
1% in each class — Rosette and 50% of total class entry collected

2" thru 4™ in each class — Rosette

25% of fees will be retained by the club to defray costs.

Veteran Sweepstakes

Veteran Sweepstakes is open to all dogs 7 years of age and over and entered in a regular class or for exhibition
only on the same day. Spayed and neutered dogs may compete provided they are also entered in exhibition only.
Dogs to be judged in one of the following four classes (divided by sex):

7 10 9 Veteran — 7 years and under 9 years
9to 11 Veteran — 9 years and under 11 years
11+ Veteran - 11 years+

For the final judging the first place winner from each of the classes will be brought together for the final judging of
Best in Sweepstakes and Best of Opposite Sex in Sweepstakes.

Best in Sweepstakes — Rosette and 15% of the total fees collected for the Veteran Sweepstakes

Best of Opposite Sex in Sweepstakes - Rosette and 10% of the total fees collected for the Veteran Sweepstakes
1% in each class — Rosette and 50% of total class entry collected

2" thru 4™ in each class — Rosette

25% of fees will be retained by the club to defray costs.
